The Planning Committee is distributing this call for session presentations to individuals and Ontario institutions
involved in international education. Sessions should reflect the vision of the conference but can also relate to
different areas of interest or challenges within the International Education community. Presentations by multiple
institutions and those which highlight unique programs and opportunities for collaboration will be prioritized.

All 60 minute sessions will be organized in three main streams for participants to follow:

e International Student Services and Support; orientation, immigration, programming, ESL

internationalization at home

Proposal submissions should outline the context and goals of the presentation and how it relates to the
conference theme and/or discussions currently happening with the international education community.

Proposals will be reviewed by the
conference planning committee and speakers will be notified by mid-April if their proposal is accepted for the
program.

Please identify audio visual needs in your proposal so that the planning committee accommodates your
presentation requirements. Collaboration between institutions is highly encouraged and the planning committee is
looking for a variety of presentation styles (i.e. lectures, group collaboration, panels, workshops, etc.) Presenters
are expected to register for the conference.
